Read 2nd Samuel 11:1-12:25 and answer the following questions:

1) How many verses are devoted to sin, how many are devoted to consequences, and how many are devoted to repentance?

2) Make a list of all the details that bother you about this story. If you don’t have a reasonably long list, you haven’t read it carefully enough. Go over it again.

3) What mistakes did David make in 2nd Samuel 11:1-3?
4) Do you believe that Bathsheba voluntarily had sex with David or was she coerced? In other words, is the sin adultery or rape? What details from the text convince you one way or the other?
5) How much time do you think passed between David’s sin and Nathan’s visit?

6) Do you believe David felt any guilt over his actions before Nathan’s visit?

7) Read Nathan’s speech to David and ask yourself the following question: “What would have happened if David had slept with Bathsheba but not had Uriah killed?”
8) How do the consequences of David’s sin as laid out by Nathan make you feel? 
9) How do you integrate 2 Samuel 12:13 with the rest of Nathan’s speech?
1) Jesus hadn’t died yet. How could God have forgiven David?
Read Psalm 51 and answer the following questions:
